All substrates must be clean and free from any contaminants. Substrates should also be fastened and well secured as
per manufacturer’s recommendations. Cureflex® waterproof membrane may be applied using a brush and roller.

Apply a minimum of two coats. Achieve a minimum wet film thickness of 1.5mm. Coverage of at least 1.5L/m?
will form a dry film thickness of approximately 1.2mm. Apply enough material/layers to achieve a minimum dry
thickness of 1.2mm.

Always stir product before use. Applicator must apply enough coats/layers to meet the minimum micron thickness
set out in accordance to the Australian Standard requirements for waterproofing wet areas on residential buildings.

When applying over porous surfaces, including green slabs/screeds (slab/screed must be cured for at least 7
days) use Cureflex® PG57. When applying to non-porous surfaces use Cureflex® LS151.

Substrates: general wet areas, shower bases, recess walls, concrete, screeds, compressed fibre sheeting,
water resistant plasterboard sheets and WR board (other), particle board, cement render, masonry, patios,
verandas, terraces.

In high movement junctions use Cureflex® Rubber Joint Bandage or apply Cureflex® HV124 Silane as a fillet.

Depending on substrate porosity and air temperatures at the time of application, Cureflex® waterproof membrane is
normally touch dryin 15 - 20 minutes and completely cured in 24-48 hours at an average ambient temperature of 23 °C.

Store unopened drum undercover in a room type environment away from sunlight and cyclical conditions.
Under these conditions product should retain its characteristics for at least 12 months from manufacturing date.
